3. When considering incidents, ensure to include near misses.  But remember that the number of reported near misses and at-risk behaviours will depend on the level of HSE awareness - and quality of the "reporting culture".  Wherever possible involve the exposed population in the risk assessment and ask for their input on frequencies.	
4. "Recordable" injuries & illnesses are those that require: i) medical treatment beyond first aid, ii) restricted work, or iii) lost time.

5. "Irreversible " injuries are those that result in: i) amputations, ii) permanent/partial disability, or iii) permanent disfigurement.
